WHEREAS, the International Plant Protection Congress has passed a measure requiring all non manufactured wood packing products (hereafter “WPMs”) to be marked showing that the lumber components therein have been heat treated, and

WHEREAS, the American Lumber Standards Committee (hereafter the “ALSC”) has formulated Enforcement Regulations (hereafter the “Regulations”) providing, among other things, for accrediting Agents who will inspect the operations of wood packing fabricating facilities and provide Marks to the WPMs of such facilities should they be in compliance with the Regulations, which marks the EU has agreed to accept as evidence that its rules have been met, and

WHEREAS, PRL has been accredited by the ALSC as an Agent to undertake such inspections and provide such a Mark, and

WHEREAS,  Customer is a fabricator of WPMs and desires PRL to make inspections of its operations and provide its Mark to Customer’s WPMs if Customer is in compliance with the Regulations,

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein contained and for other good and valuable consideration, receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1.  PRL will inspect the fabricating facilities of Customer twelve (12) times each year and determine whether such operations are in compliance with the Regulations in which event PRL will provide Customer with its Mark to label Customer’s WPMs as provided by the Regulations. PRL will supply Customer with a written Report after each inspection as provided by in the Regulations.

2.    Customer agrees :

a.
to use its best efforts to comply with the Regulations and take such steps as are reasonably necessary to achieve compliance. 

b.
to cooperate with PRL in completing its inspection pursuant to the Regulations.

c.
to permit the Agent’s official quality Mark to be applied only to WPMs.

d.
to maintain for a period of three years complete records of lumber purchased for WPMs and the quantity of WPMs finished with such lumber.

e.
to give PRL access to all Customer records reasonably necessary to determine compliance with the Regulations.

f.
to name an employee to supervise Customer’s quality controls as provided in the Regulations.

g.
to provide labor to handle products to be inspected.

h.
to grant representatives of the ALSC Board of Review the continuing right to examine any wood marked with the PRL label at the point where the PRL Mark is being used and to spot check any WPMs bearing such Mark wherever encountered.

i.
that all the PRL Marks remain the property of PRL and will be promptly returned to PRL on termination of this Agreement.

j.
not to alter the PRL stamps in any way while they are in Customer’s possession and to take reasonable steps to safeguard the same from damage, theft or misuse.

k.
to pay the cost of re-inspection if Customer requests such.
3.     In the event of the necessity to refer any unpaid account to a collection agency, or to an attorney, any   amount due on said account and all costs of collection, including (without limitation) attorney’s fees, will be charged.
4.    PRL shall provide Customer free of charge with the services necessary to set up Customer’s internal    quality controls prior to initiating inspections. Customer shall pay PRL a fee of $__________ per inspection.   First stamp is free with signup. There will be a charge for additional stamps
5.    Customer may cancel any further inspections by PRL on giving PRL sixty (60) days written notice of Customer’s intention to cancel. NOTE: Early cancellation fee of ______ will be charged by PRL to customers canceling service within 60 days of the initial inspection.  PRL may cancel its obligation to provide further inspection services to Customer hereunder by giving Customer ninety (90) days written notice of PRL’s intention to cancel. 

6.     This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties and supersedes all other agreements, whether written or oral. This Agreement may be amended only in writing signed by both parties. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Jersey.

7.    This Agreement does not constitute Customer or any of its personnel as an agent of PRL for any purpose. Customer is responsible for the proper use of the PRL Mark stamp and such use does not constitute a warranty or representation of any kind by PRL.  Customer agrees to indemnify and hold PRL harmless from any and all claims of loss, damage, liability or expense asserted against PRL its agents or employees, including the cost of PRL counsel fees, arising out of or in any way connected to the Customer’s use of PRL’s Mark or the sale by Customer of any products bearing PRL’s Mark.
